New! Volunteer Coach

Background Checks

Pennsylvania law mandates that certain individuals
who work or volunteer with children are required to
obtain up to three clearances from state or federal
agencies. These include:

e Pennsylvania Child Abuse History Clearance
e Pennsylvania State Police Criminal Record Check
e FBI Criminal Background Check

SRA is requiring ALL current or prospective volunteer
coaches to undergo the background checks in order to
become eligible for volunteer opportunities.

These checks, which will be good for five years, can be
completed online for free.
