Coach and Volunteer background check info
In July, 2015 a law (PA Act 153 of 2014, amended by PA Act 15 of 2015) was passed in Pennsylvania which requires very specific background checks for volunteers of youth serving organizations.  SRA requires that all volunteers complete these checks.
Please review the categories below to determine the requirements that apply to you.  Nether-Swarthmore Basketball has determined that all head coaches and assistant coaches must complete and submit the necessary items to Nether-Swarthmore Basketball/SRA in order to coach during this upcoming season. The Nether-Swarthmore Board has determined that coaches/assistants will not be allowed on the court with the team without these clearances.

All Head coaches and assistant coaches who have lived in Pennsylvania for at least 10 years. 
1. Report of criminal history from the Pennsylvania State Police (PSP).  There is no cost for this background check, which can be accessed at:  https://epatch.state.pa.us/Home.jsp
2. Child Abuse History Clearance from the PA Department of Human Services.  There is no cost for this clearance, which can be accessed at:

3. A signed and witnessed disclosure statement (a copy of which is attached to this email) certifying that the coach has lived in Pennsylvania for at least 10 years and does not have any prohibited criminal history.
4. All volunteers will be required to obtain these clearances every 60 months.

Head coaches and assistant coaches who have NOT lived in Pennsylvania for at least 10 years.

2. Child Abuse History Clearance from the PA Department of Human Services.  There is no cost for this clearance, which can be accessed at:

3. A fingerprint based FBI criminal history clearance submitted through the PA Department of Human Services.  There is a cost associated with this clearance. 4. All volunteers will be required to obtain these clearances every 60 months.
